Canyon University. Mrs. Vensel also serves on the regional Council of the Association of Christian Schools International.

Marquita Moss, who served as assistant to the search committee, will continue serving as interim President until Mrs.
Vensel assumes the new role.

Mrs. Vensel and her husband Dan have four sons, all of whom have graduated from or attend Columbia: Daniel, class of
2015, Dustin, class of 2017; Dylan, junior, and Dawson, eighth grade. The Vensels are members of the Metro Church of
Christ, where Dan serves as a deacon.
